Welcome to St. Andrew’s Episcopal Church

Dear Friends,

We welcome you today, whether you have been here many times, or this is your first time worshiping
with us. We hope that each one of you feels the draw of God, pulling you deeper into the mystery and
communion with Christ, which we experience through our shared worship, prayer, song, silence, and
community.

We are currently in the season of Pentecost which is often described as the “long green growing
season”, for it is one of the longest liturgical seasons of the church year (beginning with the Feast Day
of Pentecost, often at the end of May and extending through The Feast Day of Christ the King,
immediately before Advent in early December). We refer to this church season as the “green growing

season” for we are prompted to focus on our “growth in Christ” as the scripture lessons we read during
this time relate the stories of the ministry and life of Jesus and the abiding culture of loving one
another, in the midst of challenges and differences in the early church.

Rather than offering the service of Holy Eucharist this morning we will focus on God’s Word, in a
simpler way, setting before us a time of focusing our thoughts and opening our hearts on the scripture.

We set this Sunday, and our own lives, of course within this season of the Coronavirus and our
ongoing and deepening concern for the well-being of the world. We may find this time of isolation
and fear to be a very difficult time, and yet, as others have said, this is exactly the time that our
spiritual practices of worship, prayer, living in community, and being formed as Christians has
prepared us for. I trust that we will find a way to live out of the truth and strength of God in this very
challenging time, for I trust God to be a part of our lives.

And so, we can rejoice that we can gather in a new way, for we hold this prayer within our hearts: For
the Spirit of Peace that calms our mind and stills our life, we give you thanks. For the Spirit of Love
that touches hearts and reaches out, we give you thanks. For the Spirit of Joy that lifts our soul and
gives us faith we give you thanks. For the Spirit of Power, that gift of grace for this your church, we give
you thanks.

To prepare our hearts and minds for worship, we seek to share quiet and silence before our services.
We invite you to join us in this spiritual practice.

A READING FROM THE BOOK OF GENESIS Genesis 22:1-14
God tested Abraham. He said to him, “Abraham!” And he said, “Here I am.” He said,
“Take your son, your only son Isaac, whom you love, and go to the land of Moriah, and
offer him there as a burnt offering on one of the mountains that I shall show you.” So
Abraham rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his young men
with him, and his son Isaac; he cut the wood for the burnt offering, and set out and went
to the place in the distance that God had shown him. On the third day Abraham looked
up and saw the place far away. Then Abraham said to his young men, “Stay here with the
donkey; the boy and I will go over there; we will worship, and then we will come back to
you.” Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it on his son Isaac, and he
himself carried the fire and the knife. So the two of them walked on together. Isaac said
to his father Abraham, “Father!” And he said, “Here I am, my son.” He said, “The fire
and the wood are here, but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?” Abraham said, “God
himself will provide the lamb for a burnt offering, my son.” So the two of them walked
on together.

When they came to the place that God had shown him, Abraham built an altar there
and laid the wood in order. He bound his son Isaac, and laid him on the altar, on top of
the wood. Then Abraham reached out his hand and took the knife to kill his son. But
the angel of the LORD called to him from heaven, and said, “Abraham, Abraham!” And
he said, “Here [ am.” He said, “Do not lay your hand on the boy or do anything to him;
for now I know that you fear God, since you have not withheld your son, your only son,



from me.” And Abraham looked up and saw a ram, caught in a thicket by its horns.
Abraham went and took the ram and offered it up as a burnt offering instead of his son.
So Abraham called that place “The LORD will provide”; as it is said to this day, “On the
mount of the LORD it shall be provided.”

A READING FROM PAUL’S LETTER TO THE ROMANS Romans 6:12-23

Do not let sin exercise dominion in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their passions.
No longer present your members to sin as instruments of wickedness, but present
yourselves to God as those who have been brought from death to life, and present your
members to God as instruments of righteousness. For sin will have no dominion over
you, since you are not under law but under grace.

What then? Should we sin because we are not under law but under grace? By no means!
Do you not know that if you present yourselves to anyone as obedient slaves, you are
slaves of the one whom you obey, either of sin, which leads to death, or of obedience,
which leads to righteousness! But thanks be to God that you, having once been slaves of
sin, have become obedient from the heart to the form of teaching to which you were
entrusted, and that you, having been set free from sin, have become slaves of
righteousness. I am speaking in human terms because of your natural limitations. For



just as you once presented your members as slaves to impurity and to greater and greater
iniquity, so now present your members as slaves to righteousness for sanctification.

When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. So what advantage
did you then get from the things of which you now are ashamed? The end of those things
is death. But now that you have been freed from sin and enslaved to God, the advantage

you get is sanctification. The end is eternal life. For the wages of sin is death, but the free
gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with these thy
holy gifts which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make;

Holy Spirit, to bless and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they may be unto us the
Body and Blood of thy dearly-beloved Son Jesus Christ.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and
bodies. Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily
receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace
and heavenly benediction; and also that we and all thy whole Church may be made one body
with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord;
