Dear Friends,

We welcome you today, whether you have been here many times, or this is your first time
worshiping with us. We hope that each one of you feels the draw of God, pulling you deeper
into the mystery and communion with Christ, which we experience through our shared
worship, prayer, song, silence, and community.

Our worship today is set within the church season of Pentecost which is often described as the
“long green growing season”, for it is one of the longest liturgical seasons of the church year
(beginning with the Feast Day of Pentecost, often at the end of May and extending through
The Feast Day of Christ the King, immediately before Advent in early December). We refer to
this church season as the “green growing season” for we are prompted to focus on our
“orowth in Christ” as the scripture lessons we read during this time relate the stories of the
ministry and life of Jesus and the abiding culture of loving one another, in the midst of
challenges and differences in the early church.

[t is often said, “You can’t be a Christian by yourself.” The reason for that is that being a
Christian is all about being in relationship with each other. We deeply believe in our call to
love God and to love our neighbor, with the understanding that we can’t do one without the
other. This sense of community and commonality of the Holy Eucharist is then lived out in
our parish activities and in our own particular lives. Each week, when we leave the worship,
we take a part of God with us that had not yet been known to us as we entered the church
and experience a deeper sense of belonging to a community. That’s a beautiful gift offered to
us by God and by each other. Let us give thanks and rejoice for this blessing.

THE HOLY GOSPEL Mark 3:20-35

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark.
Glory to you, Lord Christ.

The crowd came together again, so that Jesus and his disciples could not even eat. When
his family heard it, they went out to restrain him, for people were saying, “He has gone
out of his mind.” And the scribes who came down from Jerusalem said, “He has
Beelzebul, and by the ruler of the demons he casts out demons.” And he called them to
him, and spoke to them in parables, “How can Satan cast out Satan? If a kingdom is
divided against itself, that kingdom cannot stand. And if a house is divided against itself,
that house will not be able to stand. And if Satan has risen up against himself and is
divided, he cannot stand, but his end has come. But no one can enter a strong man’s
house and plunder his property without first tying up the strong man; then indeed the
house can be plundered.

“Truly I tell you, people will be forgiven for their sins and whatever blasphemies they
utter; but whoever blasphemes against the Holy Spirit can never have forgiveness, but is
guilty of an eternal sin”— for they had said, “He has an unclean spirit.”

Then his mother and his brothers came; and standing outside, they sent to him and
called him.

And he replied, “Who are my
mother and my brothers!?” And looking at those who sat around him, he said, “Here are
my mother and my brothers! Whoever does the will of God is my brother and sister and
mother.”

THE NICENE CREED

Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily
receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace
and heavenly benediction; and also that we and all thy whole Church may be made one body
with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord;

THE INVITATION TO HOLY COMMUNION

The Gifts of God for the people of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you
and feed on him in your hearts with faith and thanksgiving.

To receive communion during this time of special safety precautions, we ask that as you come forward to
receive, you sanitize your hands with the sanitizer near the steps. As you approach the altar rail, please
leave adequate distance between you and others who aren’t in your particular safety zone (such as family
members or close friends that you see often). Mother Barbara will place the consecrated host in your
hand. Someone then will bring along a tray with individual communion cups. Please take one, from the
outside of the tray to avoid touching cups others will drink from. A Chalice Bearer will pour wine from
the “one cup” into your individual cup for you to consume. Please linger at the altar rail and soak up the
wholeness and goodness offered to us by communion with Christ. We invite you then place your cup in
the basket which is on a small table in the area right by the altar rail
